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Kids Read Salt Lake uses tiny libraries to expand book access for children in Title | school neighborhoods.

Grassroots program eliminates
barriers between kids & books

A new program in Salt Lake
County, Kids Read, is inviting am-
bassadors to sign up to host tiny
libraries for elementary-aged kids
in their yards. Lynda Brown, Pres-
ident of the program, started this
program to address a gap in book
access for elementary school kids in
neighborhoods with Title I schools.

Kids Read Salt Lake provides a
fully built small library to be host-
ed in people’s yards. Prior to adding
the library to the yard, the location
is evaluated for safety, ensuring it is
in a good path for kids walking to

and from nearby schools, and the
host’s interest level. If the located
is chosen, Kids Read will deliver
and secure the library in the agreed
upon location, and the host be-
comes an “ambassador.” The first li-
brary was established in November
2021 with support from the Rotary
Club of Murray. As of this writing,
there are 13 established libraries,
with 12 more underway.

Brown began the program be-
cause she recognized a gap of book
access for students in specific ele-
mentary schools across Salt Lake
County, known as Title I schools.
Title I indicates that many of the

students that the school serves are
at or below the poverty level. In
many neighborhoods that have Ti-
tle I schools, kids may not have ac-
cess to a traditional library due to a
variety of challenges, including in-
ability for the parents to take their
kids to the library during their op-
erating hours, low walkability, etc.
Brown’s goal is to establish two li-
braries for each of the county’s 53
Title I schools, totaling 106 librar-
ies in those neighborhoods.

The program supplies each li-
brary with an initial set of books

Living in Salt Lake during a
boom in growth, it is important
that we all feel we can identify
with the community we live in,
we're all working to establish a
sense of ownership and pride in
our streets.

community. Have you been eye-
balling that vacant lot on your
block with visions of a commu-

Tiny-home village needs city approval ........

A Salt Lake City Council vote
on a proposed land lease and
zoning change - needed to build
a tiny home village on the west
side of the city to serve Salt Lake
City’s unhoused population - was
postponed in September to allow
additional feedback from nearby
residents.

Public testimony on the project
at a September 20 council meeting
was mostly positive, but several
residents voiced concerns, leading
to Council District 2 Representa-
tive Alejandro Puy making a mo-
tion to postpone voting until fur-
ther neighborhood testimony can
be heard.

The tiny home community -
named The Other Side Village -
is a plan to house the chronically
homeless in a sober living envi-
ronment. Phase one of the project

calls for approximately 50 homes of
250 to 400 square feet to be built on
city-owned land located at 1850 W.
Indiana Ave.

In order to accommodate the
project, zoning must be changed
from designated public land use
(PL Zone) to form-based urban
neighborhood use (FB-UN2). In
addition, the project developers are
requesting to lease 8 acres from the
city for $1 for 40 years. For the lease
to go through, the developers need
to show that there will be a public
benefit equal to the fair market val-
ue of the leased land.

The city is currently complet-
ing a public benefit analysis on the
property. Samuel Grenny, Director
of Communications for The Other
Side Village, said the developers
feel the criteria will be met since
the site also calls for a park, per-

forming arts center, amphitheater,
grocery store, coffee shop, barber-
shop and hair salon, community
garden, dog park, Airbnb facilities
for visiting relatives, neighborhood
gathering spots, mental and physi-
cal health facilities, and family ser-
vices facilities.

When completed, the guarded
and gated community is expected
to contain up to 450 tiny homes for
the chronically homeless, and will
serve residents with peer counsel-
ing and surrounding support ser-
vices, said Grenny, noting that res-
idents will also be required to work
at designated onsite jobs, including
maintenance services a proposed
cookie factory.

At the September public hear-
ing, Turner Bitton, chair of the
Glendale Neighborhood Council,
voiced his support of the project

saying, “the homeless are counting
on us to advocate for them,” and
that the proposed amenities at the
site will be a welcome inclusion to
the neighborhood.

Opponents of the project said
that lawmakers should look at oth-
er areas of the city, citing concerns
of the growing unhoused popula-
tion on the Westside’s North Tem-
ple area and noting that the West-
side already hosts the majority of
homeless-related shelters and ser-
vices. In addition, residents raised
concerns on how well the untested
Other Side Village can run such a
community, speculating that such
a community could simply con-
centrate issues like crime and sub-
stance abuse.

Ester Stowell, chair of the Poplar
Grove Council, echoed these con-
cerns, saying she feels the project

and its homeless population will
increase drug use and violence in
the surrounding neighborhoods
and that the project, “is not a good
thing for my neighborhood or my
children.”

The developers have outlined
various procedures and policies
(to be part of the city agreement)
that they feel will mitigate many
issues that may arise from a con-
centrated homeless population.
Acknowledging those potential
risks, Grenny said The Other Side
Village wants to be “held account-
able,” adding that his company will
not solve all the homeless problems
but will give hundreds of people
the chance to get off the streets.

A recent survey of 842 registered
voters in the Glendale neighbor-
hood indicated that 59 percent of
those contacted expressed support
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for the village location, 30 percent
were undecided, and 11 percent
were opposed, Grenny said. The
survey was conducted by Landslide
Political.

Meanwhile, a 250-square-foot
model tiny home has been designed
and built by students through a
partnership with The Other Side
Village, the University of Utah’s
School of Architecture, Design +
Build Salt Lake, and Denton House
Interiors. The model tiny home is
currently on display at The Other
Side Academy.

The tiny-home village project
got underway last April when SLC
Mayor Erin Mendenhall asked The

Other Side Academy (because of
its proven track record of dealing

successfully with marginal popu-
lations) to investigate a tiny-home
village as one part of a solution to
the city’s shortage of low-income
housing.

According to the information in
the village’s zoning amendment re-
quest, the housing will be arranged
in neighborhoods of approximately
25-35 furnished homes, each with
amenities and green spaces to in-
clude a small pavilion, laundry,
and a multipurpose room for so-
cial gatherings. Most of the fund-
ing for phase one has been raised

through private donations, and the
Utah Homeless Council recently
voted to give the village $4 million
in public funds.

The Other Side Village has non-
profit status and is founded on the
conviction that housing alone will
never solve homelessness, but com-
munity will, according to Grenny.
The model relies on the combina-
tion of high-quality permanent
housing and a strong culture of
personal growth, support, con-
nection, and peer leadership, he
said, adding that the culture of the

village is meant to help residents
succeed in maintaining a dignified
and self-reliant life. Villagers will
pay an affordable rent and will be
offered a variety of employment
options through onsite enterprises.

Pequena aldea natal necesita aprobacion
de la ciudad -.......

Un Consejo de la Ciudad de Salt
Lake voto6 por un cambio de cesion
de tierra y de zonificacién - nece-
saria para construir una pequefa
aldea natal en el lado oeste de la
ciudad - fue pospuesta en septiem-
bre para poder obtener comentari-
os adicionales de los residentes del
area acerca de la propuesta.

La declaracion publica del
proyecto en una sesién del Consejo
el 20 de septiembre fue mayormente
positiva pero varios residentes ex-
presaron su preocupacion, y esto
condujo a que el representante del
Consejo del Distrito 2 Alejandro
Puy proponga una mocién para
posponer el voto hasta obtener y
escuchar testimonios adicionales.

La pequena comunidad de
origen -llamada The Other Side
Village-Villa del Otro lado-, es
un plan para albergar indigentes
cronicos en un entorno de vida
muy sobrio, - la primera fase del
proyecto ofrece la construccion de
aproximadamente 50 viviendas de
250 a 400 pies cuadrados en tierras
propiedad de la ciudad ubicadas en
1850 W. Indiana Ave.

Para poder incluir el proyecto,
debe cambiarse la zonificaciéon de
tierras de uso publico (PL Zone) a
vecindario urbano en base a for-
ma (FB-UN2). Adicionalmente, los
desarrolladores del proyecto estan
solicitando alquilar 8 acres de la ci-
udad por $1 por 40 afios. Para que
el alquiler pase por los desarrolla-

dores necesita demostrar que habra
un beneficio publico igual al precio
justo del mercado de la tierra alqui-
lada.

Actualmente la ciudad esta ter-
minando un analisis de beneficio
publico en la propiedad. Samuel
Grenny, director de Comunica-
ciones para La Villa del Otro Lado
dijo que los desarrolladores pien-
san que se cumplird con los crite-
rios ya que la ubicacién también
incluye un parque, un centro de ac-
tuaciones artisticas, un anfiteatro,
una tienda de comestibles, cafe-
teria, barberia y salén de cabello,
huerto comunitario, parque para
perros, un Airbnb para visitar a los
familiares, centros de reunién de
los vecinos, y locales de salud men-
tal y fisica y locales para servicios
familiares dijo.

Cuando esté terminada, se es-
pera que la comunidad resguarda-
da y enrejada contenga hasta 450
pequeiias casas para los indigentes
crénicos y proveera a los residentes
con servicios de consejeria y otros
servicios laterales, dijo Grenny,
haciendo notar que los residentes
también deberdn trabajar en pues-
tos de trabajo designados incluy-
endo una propuesta de una fabrica
de galletas y servicios de manten-
imiento.

En la audiencia publica de sep-
tiembre, Turner Bitton, miem-
bro del Directorio del Vecindario
Glendale, hizo oir su apoyo del

proyecto diciendo, “los indigen-
tes cuentan con nosotros para que
los protejamos” y que las instala-
ciones propuestas en el lugar seran
una inclusién bienvenida para el
vecindario.

Los oponentes del proyecto dije-
ron que los legisladores deben mi-
rar otras dreas de la ciudad, citando
preocupaciones de que las crecien-
tes poblaciones sin casa en el area
de Westside y North Temple estdn
notando que el lado oeste ya alber-
ga la mayoria de refugios y servi-
cios relacionados con indigentes.
Adicionalmente, los residentes ex-
presaron su preocupacion respec-
to a qué tan bien la Villa del Otro
Lado, aun sin probar, puede operar
tal comunidad, especulando que
tal comunidad podria simplemente
enfocarse en asuntos tales como el
crimen y abuso de substancias.

Ester Stowell, miembro del di-
rectorio de Poplar Grove, dijo sen-
tir que el proyecto y su poblacién
indigente aumentard el uso de dro-
gas y violencia en los barrios veci-
nos y que el proyecto “no es algo
bueno para mi vecindario ni para
mis nifnos.”

Los desarrolladores han re-
saltado varios procedimientos y
normas) para ser parte del acuerdo
de la ciudad) que ellos sienten mit-
igara varios asuntos que puedan
surgir de poblaciones demasiado
concentradas de indigentes. Con-
ociendo estos riesgos potenciales,

Grenny, dijo que la Villa del Otro
Lado quiere ser “responsable” ana-
diendo que su compaiia no solu-
cionard todos los problemas con los
indigentes, pero otorgara a cientos
de personas la oportunidad de de-
jar las calles.

Una investigaciéon reciente de
842 vecinos de Glendale votantes
registrados recientemente conduci-
da por Landslide Political- indicd
que el 59% de las personas contact-
adas expresaron su apoyo por la
ubicacion de la villa, 30% estaban
indecisos y 11% se oponian, dijo
Grenny.

Mientras tanto, una pequefia
casa modelo de 250 pies cuadrados
se ha disefiado y construido por los
estudiantes a través de una asoci-
acién con la Villa del Otro Lado,
la Facultad de Arquitectura de la
Universidad de Utah, Design +
Build SALTLAKE y Denton House
Interiors. La pequenia casa modelo
se encuentra actualmente en ex-
hibicién en la Academia el Otro
Lado.

El proyecto para la via de casas
pequefias empez6 el ultimo abril y
cuando el alcalde de SLC Erin Men-
denhall le pregunté a la Academia
del Otro Lado (por su demostrado
registro de manejar con éxito po-
blaciones marginales) para inves-
tigar una villa de casas pequenas
como parte de la solucion a la falta
de vivienda para gente de bajos re-
cursos.

De acuerdo con la informacion
de la solicitud de modificacién
zonal de la villa, las viviendas es-
tardn acomodadas en vecindario
de aproximadamente 25 a 35 casas
terminadas cada una con servi-
cios y areas verdes que incluirdn
un pequeilo pabellén, zona de
lavanderia y una habitacion mul-
tiuso para reuniones sociales. La
mayoria de los fondos para la fase
uno se ha obtenido por medio de
donaciones privadas y el Consejo
de Indigentes de Utah reciente-
mente vot6 por otorgar a la villa 4
millones en fondos publicos.

La Vida del Otro Lado tiene un
estatus sin fines de lucro con la
conviccién de que la vivienda por
si sola nunca resolvera el problema
de los indigentes, pero la comu-
nidad si lo hard, dijo Grenny. El
modelo se apoya en la combinacién
de vivienda permanente de alta
calidad y una fuerte cultura de de-
sarrollo personal, apoyo, conexion
y liderazgo de sus compaiieros dijo,
afadiendo que la cultura de la vil-
la ayudara a los residentes a lograr
mantener una vida digna e inde-
pendiente, afiadié.

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We all need great parks:

Three reasons to support SLC’s parks bon

The International Peace Gardens are a celebration of diversity and
culture - one of only two such parks in the United States.

Salt Lakers love parks. Whether you were born here
or moved to Salt Lake to enjoy world-class access to the
outdoors, there’s a chance you love parks. Kids, dogs,
singles, couples, groups of friends, older adults - every-
one has something to gain from parks.

This November, Salt Lakers have a great opportunity
to show their love for the city’s parks. An $85 million
bond is on the ballot to improve existing parks and
build some new ones. It would be funded via a property
tax increase. Here are three reasons why I encourage
my fellow Salt Lakers, and especially residents of the
Westside, to vote in favor of this bond.

First, parks are not distributed equitably. As a res-
ident of the Eastside, I have access to more acres of
parks, more large, regional parks (like Liberty Park),
and more trees than people living on the Westside. That
is inequitable, and it must be rectified. A big chunk of
money would go to the Westside, including building
the new Glendale Regional Park (replacing Raging Wa-
ters), improving the Jordan River Parkway Trail, and
completing the Folsom Trail.

Second, parks are not “nice to have.” They’re essential
civic infrastructure. Among other benefits, they help
improve our physical and mental health, cool off neigh-
borhoods, and improve local air quality. These benefits

are particularly important on the Westside, which has
higher rates of chronic diseases, hotter summer tem-
peratures, and higher levels of air pollutants than the
eastern side of the valley.

Third, investing in parks provides huge economic
returns. City parks help attract and retain businesses,
attract jobs, help reduce crime, and increase funding
for schools via property taxes. If voters will approve
the bond, property tax bills would increase by about
$54 per year for SLC’s median-priced home ($576,000).
I understand that rapid inflation is affecting the lives
of many folks on the East and Westside, but those $54
per year will likely go back into our pockets via reduced
cooling bills and lower healthcare costs.

I see this year’s parks bond as a huge opportunity for
Salt Lakers, and especially Westsiders. The bond can
help address park inequities, build essential communi-
ty spaces, and the economics make sense. I support the
bond because I believe that everyone in SLC deserves
great parks and green spaces.

Alessandro Rigolon is an Assistant Professor in the
Department of City and Metropolitan Planning at the
University of Utah, and his research focuses on park eq-
uity. He loves nature, from the small pocket park to our
beautiful national parks.

Nestled between I-15 and the railroad at 500
W, the Guadalupe neighborhood has been around
since the mid-1800s and has grown from agricultur-
al plots with small adobe houses to railroad-based
commercial warehouses to the current residential
neighborhood we see today.

Project Open and North Sixth are newer build-
ings in the area: affordable living spaces that priori-
tize reducing their carbon footprint with everything
from efficient windows and solar panels to electric
vehicle charging. Residents enjoy apartments or
combined living and workspaces — perfect for art-
ists looking for housing and studio space.

With this target market in mind, building owner
Evergreene Management Group decided to use the
space to beautify the community by enlisting artist
Chuck Landvatter to be a part of creating murals on
all three buildings.

The north side of Project Open hosts a seven-sto-
ry image. The height of seven stories is a hard thing

to wrap your head around, so for context, that’s
about 100 feet tall — think the size of a blue whale, or
three school buses end-to-end.

For the west-facing Project Open piece, Landvat-
ter recreating work by Jessica Wiarda, who enlisted
Landvatter to provide his “signature realistic faces”
for the image of the Hopi women - Wiarda’s grand-
mother and sister. She describes the piece as “matri-
archy in action.”

The North Sixth mural is owned by EMG, but the
mural was sponsored by the Giv Group and features
the late Thelma McDonald - a woman who made
herself a pillar of the community by caring for the
street as long as she lived there. Landvatter painted
it in 2014, and its three-story height watches over
the passersby on the street, just as McDonald did.

These three murals provide inspiration to the
area with depictions of people whose impact is still
felt by members of the community of Guadalupe.

dencial que vemos ahora.

Project Open-Proyecto Abierto, son edificios mas
nuevos en el area: espacios asequibles de Vivienda
que priorizan la reduccién de huellas de carbono
con todo, desde ventanas eficientes y paneles solares
hasta recarga de vehiculos eléctricos. Los residentes
disfrutan de los departamentos o viviendas y espa-
cios laborales combinados - perfectos para artistas,
que estén a la busqueda de vivienda y espacio para
trabajar.

Con este mercado objetivo en mente, Evergreene
Management Group propietarios del edificio decid-
ieron usar el espacio para embellecer la comunidad
enlistando al artista Chuck Landvatter para que sea
parte de la creacion de murales en los tres edificios.

El lado Norte del Project Open alberga una im-
agen de siete pisos. La altura de siete pisos es algo

dificil de concebir, asi que, para estar en contexto,
tiene alrededor de 100 pies de altura - piense en el
tamafo de una ballena azul, o de tres autobuses en
linea.

Para la parte que apunta al Sur de Project Open,
artista Jessica Wiarda enlisté a Landvatter para
proveer sus “rostros realistas caracteristicos” para la
imagen de las mujeres Hopi — abuela y hermana de
Wiarda. Ella describe la pieza como “Matriarcado
en Accion.”

El Mural North Sixth-Norte Seis, es propiedad de
EMG, pero el mural fue patrocinado por el Grupo
Giv y representa a la ya fallecida Thelma McDonald
- una mujer que se convirti6 en pilar de la comuni-
dad cuidando las calles durante el tiempo que vivio
alli. Landvatter la pinto en 2014, y sus tres pisos de
altura observan a los paseantes en la calle, tal como
hizo Thelma.

Un nuevo programa en el Con-
dado Salt Lake, Kids Read, esta
invitando embajadores para que se
registren y presenten pequefas bib-
liotecas para nifios de edad primaria
en sus jardines. Lynda Brown, pres-
idente del programa, empezd este
programa para llenar una brecha en
el acceso a los libros para los nifnos
de escuela primaria en vecindarios
con escuelas Titulo L.

Kids Read Salt Lake provee una
pequeiia biblioteca totalmente eq-
uipada para ser presentada en los
jardines de la gente. Previamente a
que las bibliotecas sean afnadidas
al jardin, la ubicacion es evaluada
por seguridad, asegurando que
esté en un buen sendero para los
nifios que caminan desde y hacia
las escuelas cercanas, y el nivel de
interés del presentador. Si la ubi-
cacion es elegida, Kids Read entre-
gard y asegurard la biblioteca en la
ubicaciéon convenida, y el presen-
tador se convertira en un “emba-
jador.” La primera biblioteca fue

establecida en noviembre de 2021
con apoyo del club de Rotarios de
Murray. Al momento de escribir
este articulo, hay 13 bibliotecas es-
tablecidas, con 12 mas en camino.

Brown empez6 el programa
porque ella encontré una brecha
para el acceso de los estudiantes
a los libros en algunas escuelas
primarias especificas en el con-
dado Salt Lake, conocidas como
escuelas Titulo I. Titulo I, indica
que muchos de los estudiantes a
los que la escuela sirve se encuen-
tren en un nivel determinado
como o cercano al nivel de pobre-
za. En muchos vecindarios que
tienen escuelas Titulo I, los nifios
pueden no tener acceso una bib-
lioteca tradicional debido a una
variedad de retos, incluyendo in-
capacidad de los padres para lle-
var a sus nifos a la biblioteca du-
rante sus horas de atencién, baja
posibilidad de ir caminando, etc.
El objetivo de Brown es establecer
dos bibliotecas para cada una de
las 53 escuelas Titulo I del Con-
dado, totalizando 106 bibliotecas
en esos vecindarios.

El programa provee cada bib-

lioteca con un conjunto inicial de
libros evaluados y aprobados por
profesionales de la educacion. Los
libros aprobados son identifica-
dos con una estampilla. Se pide a
los nifios que entreguen los libros
conforme los terminen para ase-
gurar que haya suficientes libros
para todos.

Las bibliotecas embajadoras
ayudan a asegurar que el acceso
continde siendo seguro y facil,
que haya suficientes libros, y que
los libros estén en buenas condi-
ciones, y contactan al programa
si es que necesitan mds libros. Los
embajadores también proporcio-
nan puntos de vista adicionales
en la comunidad, ayudando al
programa a determinar si otra
clase de libros podrian ser de
ayuda, tales como libros en dif-
erentes idiomas prevalentes en el
vecindario.

increases the monkeypox alert level

The Salt Lake County Health
Department is asking all men
who have sex with men (MSM),
and transgender and nonbinary
men and women, to be vaccinat-
ed against monkeypox. As case
counts have increased, we are see-
ing more cases with serious symp-
toms, including some that that
require additional medical inter-
vention and even hospitalization.

Monkeypox is a virus new to
the U.S. and Utah, and it has ar-
rived with a bang. At the time of
this writing, there are over 70,000
cases reported worldwide and over
26,000 cases reported in the U.S.
Salt Lake County has diagnosed

about 120 cases since the onset of
the current outbreak in July.

While anyone can get monkey-
pox - viruses do not know or care
who you are - the vast majority
of cases in Salt Lake County, and
the rest of the country, are in men
who report having sex with other
men. We are also seeing a dispro-
portionate number of cases in His-
panic men who have sex with men,
so it is especially important for
the Hispanic MSM community to
be aware of their partners” health
status and to protect themselves by
getting vaccinated.

As many already know, painful
lesions and rash are the hallmark

of this infection, and it is a difficult
experience for many. Some cases
may seem mild at the onset, but
then become more serious over
the course of weeks. Some peo-
ple also experience severe flu-like
symptoms or have lesions that
make it extremely painful to def-
ecate or urinate. When this hap-
pens, hospitalization may be nec-
essary. Symptoms usually take at
least 3-4 weeks to resolve. Some
cases require doctor-assisted pain
management, and it is difficult for
many patients to stay home from
work and isolate for weeks. Many
patients do not have paid leave
policies that cover their absences.

Aumentando el nivel de

El Departamento de Salud del
Condado de Salt Lake esta pidien-
do a todos los hombres que tienen
sexo con hombres (HSH) y a los
hombres y mujeres transgénero y
no binarios que se vacunen contra
la viruela del mono. A medida que
aumenta el nimero de casos, vemos
mds casos con sintomas graves, in-
cluyendo algunos que requieren
intervencién médica adicional e in-
cluso hospitalizacion.

La viruela del mono es un vi-
rus nuevo en los Estados Unidos y
Utah, y ha llegado con fuerza. En el
momento de escribir este articulo,
hay mas de 70,000 casos notificados
en todo el mundo y mas de 26,000
casos notificados en los Estados
Unidos. El condado de Salt Lake ha
diagnosticado unos 120 casos des-

de el inicio del brote actual en Julio.

Mientras que cualquier persona
puede contraer la viruela del mono
(los virus no saben ni les importa
quién eres), la gran mayoria de los
casos en el Condado de Salt Lake
y el resto del pais se encuentran en
hombres que informan haber teni-
do relaciones sexuales con otros
hombres. También estamos vien-
do un numero desproporcionado
de casos en hombres Hispanos que
tienen sexo con hombres, por lo
que es especialmente importante
que la comunidad Hispana de HSH
conozca el estado de salud de sus
parejas y se protejan vacunandose.

Como muchos ya saben, las le-
siones dolorosas y las erupciones
cutdneas son las sefiales distinti-
vas de esta infeccion y es una ex-

periencia dificil para muchos. Al-
gunos casos pueden parecer leves
al principio, pero luego se vuelven
mas graves en el transcurso de las
semanas. Algunas personas tam-
bién experimentan sintomas graves
similares a los de la gripe o tienen
lesiones que hacen que sea ex-
tremadamente doloroso defecar u
orinar. Cuando esto sucede, puede
ser necesaria la hospitalizacion. Los
sintomas suelen tardar al menos
3-4 semanas en desaparecer. Al-
gunos casos requieren intervencion
médica para controlar el dolor, y es
dificil para muchos pacientes que-
darse en casa y aislarse por sema-
nas. Muchos pacientes no tienen
politicas de ausencia pagada que
cubran su tiempo fuera del trabajo.
Muchos, ademads, no tienen seguro

Many, also, do not have health in-
surance to pay for doctor’s visits
or hospitalization. Having mon-
keypox lesions on the face can also
cause social anxiety and fear for
patients.

Sexual contact is the most
common way that monkeypox is
transmitted. It is primarily spread
through contact with (touching)
lesions, rash and/or the sexual
body fluids of an infected per-
son. It can also be spread through
contact with fabrics shared with
someone who has lesions or, less
commonly, by exposure to respira-
tory secretions.

The monkeypox vaccine is very

safe and effective. It requires two
doses given at least 28 days apart
and is available at multiple Salt
Lake County Health Department
locations. People who are eligible
for monkeypox vaccine include
men who have sex with men, trans-
gender and nonbinary people who
have sex with men, and anyone
who, in the last six months, has had
sex at a commercial sex venue or as
part of a large, public event. Vac-
cine appointments are available by
calling 385-468-SHOT (7486), and
we also accept people on a walk-in
basis. Visit SaltLakeHealth.org for
locations and hours.

El contacto sexual es la forma
mas comun de transmisién de la
viruela del mono. Se propaga prin-
cipalmente a través del contacto
con (tocar) lesiones, erupciones
cutaneas y/o fluidos corporales
sexuales de una persona infecta-
da. También se puede contagiar
a través del contacto con sabanas
compartidas con alguien que tiene
lesiones 0, con menor frecuencia,
por exposicidn a secreciones respi-
ratorias.

La vacuna contra la viruela del
mono es muy segura y eficaz. Re-
quiere dos dosis administradas

con al menos 28 dias de diferencia
y esta disponible en varias ubica-
ciones del Departamento de Sa-
lud del Condado de Salt Lake. Las
personas que son elegibles para la
vacuna contra la viruela del mono
incluyen hombres que tienen sexo
con hombres, personas transgénero
y no binarias que tienen sexo con
hombres, y cualquier persona que,
en los ultimos seis meses, haya teni-
do relaciones sexuales en un lugar
de sexo comercial o como parte de
un grande evento publico.

Utah Clean Energy is beginning
what it’s calling the Electrification
Collaborative Project, an EPA-fund-
ed partnership with local member
organizations to make home elec-
trification more affordable, more ac-
cessible, and easier - and the project
is focusing its efforts on Salt Lake’s
Westside. The project involves free
in-home consultations to help res-
idents identify where they can up-
grade, as well as guidance navigating
rebates and creating an economical-
ly feasible timeline for electrifica-
tion.

Sam Karthan, Project and Pro-
gram Coordinator at Utah Clean
Energy, said the first step in any
such consultation is to explain what
electrification actually is. “Electrifi-
cation means switching from fossil
fuels to electricity to power your
household appliances in order to im-
prove indoor and outdoor air qual-
ity. For example, using an electric
cooktop or heat pump instead of a
gas stove or furnace.”

Electrification’s impact on indoor
air quality is immediate. According
to Karthan, natural gas appliances
create hazardous pollutants, includ-
ing nitrogen dioxide and carbon
monoxide, through exhaust during
use or through passive leaks. Gas
stoves are the primary offenders,
though improperly installed furnac-
es can also be a source of leaks or
exhaust.

A 2020 report by the Rocky
Mountain Institute (RMI) found
that gas stoves can produce indoor
nitrogen dioxide concentrations
50-400% higher than homes with

electric stoves, with corresponding
health impacts.

“Children are at increased risk
from illnesses associated with gas
stove pollution,” noted Karthan, ex-
plaining the RMI report’s findings.
“Living in a home with a gas stove
increases their risk of having asthma
by 42%,” he said, and the report cit-
ed additional impacts to things like
lung function and learning develop-
ment.

Electrification also improves
outdoor air quality by reducing
methane leaks from natural gas and
taking advantage of an ever-cleaner
electrical grid. According to Kar-
than, electricity production is be-
coming consistently cleaner, so the
electricity powering appliances cre-
ates less and less pollution with each
advancement in clean grid technol-
ogy.

According to Karthan, the elec-
trification program involves “eval-
uating families’ existing appliances,
and then creating a personalized
plan to outfit their home with new-
er, cleaner appliances. We call these
‘Electrification Plans, and they are
tailored to your specific home with
resources and recommendations to
follow-through with when your ap-
pliances reach the end of their useful
life.”

Specifying end-of-life for exist-
ing appliances is important for the
program, as it’s meant to help house-
holds electrify on a timeline that
makes sense economically. “The goal
is to help families adopt all-electric
appliances that are better for their
wallet, health, and the environ-
ment,” said Karthan.

Thomas Kessinger, the Program

Manager at Utah Clean Energy, ex-
panded on the program’s financial
considerations: “In an electrification
consultation walkthrough, we’re
helping households come up with a
plan to take advantage of tax credits
and rebate programs that are getting
rolled out over the next 10 years.”

“It’s definitely a process, and not
an event,” continued Kessinger, “and
we’re using a measured approach,
not just trying to rip out people’s ap-
pliances before the end of life.” This
focus corresponds with Kessinger’s
and Karthan’s repeated insistence
that the program isn’t for the afflu-
ent; rather, it’s meant to support low-
and middle-income households that
are often priced out of making home
improvements like this.

Replacing older modes of power
production with newer, cleaner ones
isn’t without precedent in Utah’s
history. “100 years ago in Utah, we
made the switch from coal to gas,
because we were concerned about
air quality,” explained Karthan,
“and now we’re making the switch
form gas to electricity for the same
reason.”

Programs like this one also aren’t
unprecedented. A little over a decade
ago, a yearlong, federally funded
energy efficiency program proved
the case. The program’s final report
claimed that 1,277 Utah households
made energy-efficiency appliance
upgrades, a number “well above the
national average” which ultimately
produced “average energy savings
for those homes at 25%.”

The electrification program is
also federally funded, and it relies
on partnerships with local commu-
nity groups referred to as convenor

organizations. These convenor or-
ganizations include Calvary Baptist
Church, the Salt Lake chapter of the
International Rescue Committee,
Guadalupe School, and the Westside
Coalition; their role is to convene
their community segments in part-
nership with Utah Clean Energy to
help residents learn about electrifi-
cation and access grant programs.

Kessinger explained that the pro-
gram represents a more localized
approach for Utah Clean Energy.
“We have been helping Utah and its
cities achieve climate and air quality
goals for the past 20 years,” he said.
“Now, we’re taking that a step fur-
ther. This is the first time we are tak-
ing on a project of this nature, where
we directly reach communities and
households to expand their aware-
ness of electrification.”

The program is focusing on Salt
Lake’s Westside communities be-
cause the need for improved air
quality is greater.

“We have an equity angle essen-
tially getting at the disparity be-
tween the Eastside and the West-
side when it comes to public health
and exposure to air pollution,” said
Karthan. “It’s just much higher on
the Westside, which is why we’re fo-
cusing on working on the Westside.
Those neighborhoods have a higher
burden of air pollution that’s affect-
ing their health. Switching from nat-
ural gas to all electricity can impact
that.”

At the upcoming convenor orga-
nization cohost events, residents will
have an opportunity to speak with
representatives from Utah Clean
Energy and request a free electrifi-
cation consultation walkthrough.
These events will begin in October,
though at time of writing, specific
dates and locations had not yet been
confirmed.
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El programa de electrificacion busca mejorar la
calidad del aire de los interiores y exteriores en
Westside, Salt Lake ...

Utah Clean Energy - Energia
Limpia de Utah, estd empezando lo
que esta llamando el Proyecto Co-
laborativo de Electrificacion, una
asociacién con fondos EPA con or-
ganizaciones locales miembros para
hacer que la electrificacion en las ca-
sas sea mas asequible, mas accesible
y facil, y el proyecto estd enfocan-
do sus esfuerzos en Westside , Salt
Lake. El proyecto implica consultas
gratuitas en casa para ayudar a los
residentes a identificar qué cosas
pueden renovar, asi como una guia
para navegar los descuentos y crear
un plazo econdémicamente alcanz-
able para electrificacion.

Sam Karthan, Coordinador del
Proyecto y del Programa en Utah
Clean Energy, dijo que el primer
paso en cualquier consulta de este
tipo es explicar ;qué es electrifi-
cacion?  “Electrificaciéon  significa
cambiar de combustibles fosiles a
energia eléctrica para darle poder a
sus artefactos electrodomésticos y
que mejoren la calidad del aire en
el interior y el exterior. Por ejemp-
lo, usar una cocina de cubierta o un
calentador de calor en vez de una es-
tufa o una cocina a gas.”

El impacto de la electrificacién en
la calidad del aire interior es inme-
diato. De acuerdo con Karthan, los
artefactos a gas natural crean con-
taminantes peligrosos, incluyendo
dioxido de nitrégeno y mondxido de
carbono, a través del escape durante
el uso, asi como también por causa
de fugas pasivas, las estufas a gas son
las primeras ofensoras, aunque los
calentadores mal instalados también
pueden ser una causa de escapes o
fugas.

En un reporte de 2020 efectuado
por el Instituto Rocky Mountain
(RMI) se encontré que las estufas
a gas pueden producir concentra-
ciones internas de diéxido de ni-
trogeno 50-400% mayores que en las
casas con estufas eléctricas, con los
correspondientes efectos en la salud.

“Los nifos estdn en un riesgo

mayor de enfermedades asociadas
con contaminaciéon del gas de las
estufas,” noté Karthan, explicando
los hallazgos de los reportes de RMI.
“Vivir en una casa con una estufa
a gas aumenta el riesgo de contraer
asma en 42%” dijo, y el reporte citd
impactos adicionales a cosas tales
como funcionamiento de los pul-
mones y desarrollo del aprendizaje.

La electrificacion también mejo-
ra la calidad del aire en el exterior
reduciendo los escapes de metano
de gas natural y utilizando cada vez
mis limpia parrilla eléctrico. Segin
Karthan, la produccion eléctrica esta
siendo consistentemente mas limpia,
porque la electricidad crea menos y
menos contaminacion dandole pod-
er alos artefactos con cada avance en
tecnologia de parrillas limpias.

Segun Karthan, el programa de
electrificacion implica “evaluar los
artefactos existentes de las famili-
as actualmente luego crear un plan
personalizado para decorar su casa
con artefactos mds nuevos y limpios.
Llamamos a esto ‘ Planes de Electri-
ficacion,’ y estan a la medida para su
casa especificamente y con recursos
y recomendaciones a seguir cuando
sus artefactos alcanzan el final de su
vida atil.”

Especificar el final de su vida para
los artefactos existentes es impor-
tante para el programa, ya que esto
significa ayudar a las viviendas a
electrificar en un tiempo determi-
nado que tenga sentido econémica-
mente. “El objetivo es ayudar a las
familias a adoptar artefactos todos
eléctricos que son mejores para su
billetera, salud y para el entorno dice
Karthan.

Thomas Kessinger, el Gerente de
Programa en Utah Clean Energy,
se explayé en las consideraciones
financieras del programa: “En un tu-
torial de consulta de electrificacion,
estamos ayudando a los hogares a
idear un plan para aprovechar los
créditos fiscales y los programas de
reembolso que se implementardn en

los proximos 10 afios.”

“Definitivamente es un proceso, y
no un evento’, continud Kessinger,
“y estamos utilizando un enfoque
mesurado, no solo tratando de ar-
rancar los electrodomésticos de las
personas antes del final de la vida”.
Este enfoque se corresponde con la
insistencia repetida de Kessinger y
Karthan de que el programa no es
para los ricos; mas bien, estd destina-
do a apoyar a los hogares de ingresos
bajos y medianos que a menudo no
pueden hacer mejoras como esta en
el hogar.

Reemplazar los modos mas anti-
guos de produccién de energia por
otros mas nuevos y limpios no tiene
precedentes en la historia de Utah.
“Hace 100 afios en Utah, hicimos
el cambio del carbon al gas porque
nos preocupaba la calidad del aire”,
explicé Karthan, “y ahora estamos
haciendo el cambio del gas a la elec-
tricidad por la misma razén.”

Programas como este tampoco
tienen precedentes. Hace poco mas
de una década, un programa de efi-
ciencia energética de un afo de du-
racién, financiado por el gobierno
federal, demostroé ser el caso. El in-
forme final del programa afirmé que
1,277 hogares de Utah realizaron ac-
tualizaciones de electrodomésticos
de eficiencia energética, un nimero
“muy por encima del promedio na-
cional” que finalmente produjo “un
ahorro de energia promedio para
esos hogares del 25%.”

El programa de electrificacion
también estd financiado por el gobi-
erno federal y se basa en asociaciones
con grupos comunitarios locales
denominados organizaciones coor-
dinadoras. Estas organizaciones co-
ordinadoras incluyen la Iglesia Bau-
tista Calvary, el capitulo de Salt Lake
del Comité Internacional de Rescate,
la Escuela Guadalupe y la Coaliciéon
Westside; su funcion es convocar a
los segmentos de su comunidad en
asociacion con Utah Clean Energy
para ayudar a los residentes a apren-

der sobre la electrificacion y acceder
a los programas de subvenciones.
Kessinger explico que el pro-
grama representa un enfoque mas
localizado para Utah Clean Energy.
“Hemos estado ayudando a Utah y
sus ciudades a lograr metas climati-
cas y de calidad del aire durante los
ultimos 20 anos”, dijo. “Ahora, esta-
mos dando un paso mds alld. Esta
es la primera vez que asumimos un
proyecto de esta naturaleza, donde
llegamos directamente a las comuni-
dades y hogares para ampliar su con-
ocimiento sobre la electrificacion.”
El programa se enfoca en las co-
munidades del lado oeste de Salt
Lake porque la necesidad de mejorar
la calidad del aire es mayor.
“Basicamente, tenemos un dngulo
de equidad para abordar la dispari-
dad entre el lado este y el lado oeste

en lo que respecta ala salud ptblicay
la exposicion a la contaminacion del
aire”, dijo Karthan. “Es mucho mas
alto en el lado oeste, por lo que nos
estamos enfocando en trabajar en el
lado oeste. Esos vecindarios tienen
una mayor carga de contaminacion
del aire que afecta su salud. Cambiar
de gas natural a todo eléctrico puede
afectar eso.”

En los proximos eventos coan-
fitriones de la organizacién coor-
dinadora, los residentes tendran la
oportunidad de hablar con repre-
sentantes de Utah Clean Energy y
solicitar un recorrido de consulta de
electrificacion gratuito. Estos even-
tos comenzaran en octubre, aunque
al momento de escribir este articulo,
aun no se habian confirmado las fe-
chas y los lugares especificos.

can play? The city is ready to help
you find the resources and support
you need to make it happen.
Applicants can apply for sup-
port for any number of projects.
For example, some of the recent
grant recipients included The
Glendale Community Center ex-
panding outdoor seating for ac-
tivities offered in their community

garden, the Central Church of the
Nazarene fixing up their play-
ground, and the Jayhawks Youth
Group creating a tool-lending shed
in Rose Park so neighbors can use
tools for home projects that they
may not have access to otherwise.

Each of these projects were award-
ed to support the wider impact
they would each have on their
community.

Katie Riser, Special Projects and
Volunteer Manger with the may-
or’s office, said, “The goal is to fuel
resident lead initiatives to support
their communities.”

This isn’t necessarily the place to
apply for rent or utility assistance,
support with business fees, or food
costs, which may be covered by
other city programs, Riser added,
“this is really for community im-
provement.”

In trying to make sure that all
Salt Lakers feel supported and
empowered in their community,
regardless of where they live, the
mayor’s office is targeting West Salt
Lake in this effort to ensure that
Westsiders feel they have a voice,
feel heard in their community, and
feel that they have the tools to cre-
ate the change they would like to
see. “The goal is really to keep the
barrier and bar to any kind of proj-
ectlow,” Riser said. “You don’t have
to be a grant writer or savvy writer

to apply. There is a team to help.”

The city has tried to foresee any
challenges an applicant may en-
counter and created a very accom-
modating process to apply. Appli-
cations can be accepted in various
languages, and applicants can even
submit their proposal as a video if
they would be more comfortable.
The program will aid applicants in
finding volunteers, tools, and other
resources for their projects as well.
Even if a project proposal isn’t ac-
cepted by the city, they’ll still work
with communities to make sure
that issues are addressed. If you
don’t have a project in mind, but
would like to support a communi-
ty project, the city will help to con-
nect you with volunteer opportu-
nities supporting projects in your
neighborhood.

This is currently a pilot program,
having received funding through
Fall 2023, but Riser is hopeful that
the project will be successful and
receive additional funding.

The next grant cycle opens in
December. Anyone interested in
applying can find the application,

a detailed project timeline, FAQ,
allowable projects, and other guid-
ance at www.slc.gov/mayor/love-
your-block. Paper applications can
also be picked up and dropped oft
at city libraries or the City Build-
ing, or the city will pick up appli-
cations from an applicant’s loca-
tion.

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Parents grieve for their murdered son s ...

Magdalena Rodriguez was
sleeping peacefully when she
awoke to the sound of gunfire
just before lam on Sept. 10 and
she knew something horrible
had just occurred. Outside she
found her son, 17-year-old- Bry-
an Galicia-Rodriguez, slumped
over in his car with multiple
gunshot wounds to his head and
chest.

“I knew right away that my
son was dying,” she said. “We
called 911 but I knew nothing
could fix him.”

According to the Salt Lake
City Police Department, Bryan
had just pulled into his driveway
after he and his girlfriend had
gone to find a late-night snack
when an unknown assailant
walked up to his car, pointed a
gun at him, and shot him four
times at close range. Bryan was
rushed to the hospital where
he died of his wounds. After
shooting Bryan, the unknown
gunman ran to his car and sped
away.

“Our (house) camera picked

up the car,” said Julio Galicia,
Bryan’s father, “but it was too
dark to make out the car or who
was driving it.”

On Sept. 30 a 16-year-old sus-
pect was arrested and charged
with aggravated robbery and ag-
gravated murder in connection
with the shooting. His name was
withheld because he is a minor,
and little information has been
released. Although Galicia and
Rodriguez thanked the police
for the arrest, they are left with
sorrow and many questions. “My
son was a sweet, loving person,”
said Rodriguez. “Why would
someone do this?”

At the time of his death, Bryan
was a senior in high school and
had a job working at Walmart.
His parents say he was well liked
by his teachers, his friends and
by people in the neighborhood
“because he was always smiling
and trying to help others,” said
Galicia.

The police have said the shoot-
ing might be gang-related but
Bryan’s parents say he had no

gang ties that they are aware of.
“He was a normal kid. He wasn’t
a gang member. I know his
friends and they would do nor-
mal stufflike play video games or
head off to the golf course,” said
Galicia, noting that Bryan was a
hard worker and had dreams of
starting his own small business.

“He would always tell me
how much he loved me,” said a
teary-eyed Rodriquez. “He said
he was going to always take care
of me and would someday have
enough money to buy me a big
house. I miss him so much. My
heart went with him.”

“We have lived in this [Pop-
lar Grove] neighborhood for 20
years and have felt safe until this
happened,” said Galicia. “Now I
am afraid to leave my wife and
(remaining) son alone for fear
that this gunman will come back
and hurt them.”

Bryan’s parents said they feel
some relief because of the arrest
but not knowing why the youth
committed such a heinous crime
leaves them with little closure.

“We hope the arrest will lead
to justice, but nothing can bring
Bryan back,” said Rodriguez,
adding that, “we need to do more
to get the guns off our streets
and out of the hands of our chil-
dren.”

Mourners have set up a shrine

Magdalena  Rodriguez  estaba
durmiendo calmadamente cuando
la desperto el sonido de un arma de
fuego justo antes de la lam el 10 de
Sept. y sabia que algo horrible habia
ocurrido. Afuera, encontré a su hijo,
Bryan Galicia-Rodriguez de 17 afios,
desplomado sobre su auto con mul-
tiples heridas de arma de fuego en la
cabeza y en el torso.

“Supe de inmediato que mi hijo es-
taba muriendo,” dijo ella. “Llamamos
al 911 pero yo sabia que nada podria
curarlo.”

De acuerdo con el Departamento
de Policia de la Ciudad de Salt Lake,
Bryan acababa de llegar a su entrada
para el auto luego que él y su novia
fueron a comprar un bocadillo noc-
turno cuando un conocido asaltante
se acercd a su auto, le apuntd con un
arma, y dispard cuatro veces a corta
distancia. Bryan fue llevado répida-
mente al hospital donde falleci6 por
sus heridas. Después de disparar a
Bryan, el desconocido pistolero huyo
hacia su auto y se alejo a gran veloci-
dad.

“La cdmara (de nuestra casa) capté

el auto,” dijo Julio Galicia, padre de
Bryan, “pero era demasiado oscu-
ro para determinar el tipo de auto o
quién lo conducia.”

El 30 de septiembre un sospechoso
de 16 afos fue arrestado y acusado de
robo agravado y muerte agravada en
conexion con el tiroteo. Su nombre
fue reservado porque es un menor
de edad y no se ha divulgado mu-
cha informacién. Aunque Galicia y
Rodriguez agradecieron a la policia
por el arresto, ellos quedan con pena
y muchas preguntas. “Mi hijo era
una persona dulce y adorable,” dijo
Rodriguez. “;Porque alguien querria
hacer esto?”

Al momento de su muerte, Bryan
era estudiante de ultimo afio de se-
cundaria y trabajaba en Walmart. Sus
padres dicen que él era muy querido
por sus maestros, por sus amigos
y por las personas del vecindario
“porque siempre sonreia y trataba de
ayudar a otros,” dijo Galicia.

La policia ha dicho que el tiroteo
podria estar relacionado con pandil-
las, pero lo padres de Bryan dicen no
conocer que €l tuviese vinculos con

las pandillas. “El era un nifio normal.
No era miembro de pandillas. Conoz-
co sus amigos y hacen cosas normales
tales como jugar videojuegos o ir al
campo de golf” dijo Galicia, notando
que Bryan era un buen trabajador y
tenia suefios de empezar su pequefio
negocio propio.

Sweater weather = bird weather

As leaves begin to fall in bursts
of yellows and flaming reds, the
promise of changing weather ar-
rives. New seasons also mean
changes for our bird neighbors!
Fall is a busy time for songbird
migration. Thousands of birds are
leaving Salt Lake City until next
spring, while other species are
moving from higher elevations
down into our valley.

One of the most anticipated
bird species of winter are the Black
Rosy-Finches. These are secretive
little birds cloaked in dark browns
and shadow black, with startling

pink wings. Rosy-Finches are
found high above the tree line of
the Wasatch Mountains. As win-
ter approaches, you might glimpse
flocks heading down the mountain
to find food in the city foothills and
valley. During the rest of the year,
these birds live in such remote ar-
eas that biologists still don’t know
much about them! The Rosy-Finch
Project is one effort that aims to
learn more about the ecology and
breeding habits of these birds. This
community science project is led
by the organization Sageland Col-
laborative and partners with Tracy
Aviary.

Beginning in November, vol-

unteers throughout Salt Lake City
begin visiting local bird feeders in
the hopes of finding these myste-
rious birds. If you've never seen
a Rosy-Finch, why not add bird-
watching to your fall/winter buck-
et list? The Rosy-Finch Project
relies on the effort of community
members - like you - to further
our understanding of a unique and
local Utah species.
